NOTE:
· There is no SkillsUSA Knowledge test for Regionals but there is for State and National competitions, where it is 20% of the score.

· ONE team per school may be entered in the Quiz Bowl competition.

· Tentative start time is 8:30 AM. At this time teams will then view when they will be competing and against whom. At this time teams will randomly draw numbers for their spot to compete.
· Question round will begin no later than 9:00 AM.

· Doors WILL NOT be open to spectators – only teams competing and officials are to be in the room.

· Teams will gain 1 point for a correct answer and lose 1 point for an incorrect answer.

· A Championship Round will be held between the four top competing teams for 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.

· During the Championship Round, scores revert to zero for all teams.  A fresh set of 75 questions will be read, as in the first round.
· All teams must register 5 members; teams with only 4 members on competition day may still compete. Teams with less than 4 members may compete but cannot win a trophy. (See National Rules)

· If only two teams enter the regional contest, there will be one set of 5 trophies awarded. If four or more teams enter, there will be three sets of 5 trophies awarded.

· Each team’s correct and incorrect answers will be mailed to the schools after the event.

· Study old questions from the SkillsUSA websites or their coaches. However, the questions for this contest WILL NOT be taken from one particular competition. The purpose of the contest is not memorization. Fresh questions have been constructed for the Regional competition.

· Start time will be posted at the contest site, which will be in the Orvis Center. All teams should check for the day’s start time and report at the time posted. Teams should not report to the area before their scheduled start time.
